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DECLARATION OF LINDA PAINE

Ms. Swensen and I, together, drafted the application, requesting that the Secretary of State include 

each voter’s name, address, birthdate, state Registration ID number, precinct, voting method and 

current registration status. The data EIPCa sought was the November 2022 election “accounting” 

data supporting the certification of results of the November 2022 federal election (“November 2022 

Certified Accounting Data”) statewide and per county. I submitted this application to the Secretary 

of State on or about February 27, 2024. A true and correct copy of the application is attached hereto 

as Exhibit 3. 

5. I subsequently communicated with EIPCa Programmer Carl Knowles, who told me 

that, after numerous follow-up emails and phone calls with the Secretary of State’s VoteCal 

Department, on or about June 28, 2024, he received the voter history and voter information files for 

the election (“June 2024 Accounting Data”). 

6. After EIPCa’s Chief Analyst, Ellen Swensen, discovered discrepancies between the 

November 2022 Certified Accounting Data and the June 2024 Accounting Data, I sent a certified 

letter to the Secretary of State on September 6, 2024, requesting explanations for the found 

discrepancies in votes. On September 20, 2024, I supplemented this letter with exhibits. True and 

correct copies of the September 6 and September 20, 2024, letters are attached hereto as Exhibits 4 

and 5.

7. To date, I understand that EIPCa has not received updated data or explanations from 

the Secretary of State, nor have I received answers from the Secretary, as was requested in EIPCa’s 

September 6, 2024, letter.
